To process your Tibet group visa,

we require,

A clear color scan of your passport and a 25% advance payment, to be submitted at least 60
days in advance.

To Payment Policy

* A booking fee of 500 usd per person is required to be paid in advance to the company.
* The remaining payment must be settled upon your arrival in kathmandu, nepal.




Booking Condition

In accordance with the regulations of the foreign exchange centre, a single permit will be
issued for each group. To facilitate this process, we kindly request that you provide the
company with a comprehensive list of group members along with clear passport copies a
minimum of 8 weeks before your scheduled arrival in kathmandu, nepal. This will ensure the
smooth issuance of permits.

In accordance with the regulations of the foreign exchange centre, a single permit will be
issued for each group. To facilitate this process, we kindly request that you provide the
company with a comprehensive list of group members along with clear passport copies a
minimum of 8 weeks before your scheduled arrival in kathmandu, nepal.

This will ensure the smooth issuance of permit the original passport should be valid for
minimum 6 months from the date of travel. vupon your arrival in kathmandu, nepal, it is
essential to provide us with your original passport for the purpose of processing the group
visa application.




To ensure a smooth process,

Please ensure the following: Travel is restricted to the individual for whom the permit has
beenissued. In the event of cancellation by that individual, the permit cannot be transferred
for use by another person. For instance, if gunjan sharma chooses to cancel her yatra and
intends for her son pratik sharma to take her place, such substitution is not feasible.
Additionally, the cancellation charges will be applicable to the person initiating the
cancellation.

Bring along 6 passport-size photographs measuring 33 mm in width and 48 mm in height. For
your convenience, you can apply for a 30-day nepal visa in advance through the following link:

an on-arrival visa at the airport.

After the Group-Naming list has been submitted for the permit, any cancellations will incur a
fee of USD 500 per person.(The permit application is made 60 days prior to the travel date).

If the Yatri cancels the tour 45 Days before the date of departure, 75% of total payment will
be refunded.

If the Yatri cancels the tour 30 Days before the date of departure, 50% of total payment will
be refunded.

If the Yatri cancels the tour 15 Days before the date of departure, NO payment will be
refunded.




Emergency Departure & Associated Costs

In the event of an unforeseen emergency requiring a Yatri to depart the Yatra prematurely and
seek to return, the Yatri will be fully responsible for any additional costs incurred due to this
early departure. These expenses may include, but are not limited to:
